· Is your teacher or inclusion specialist trained on these programs?  If not, is he/she willing to be trained?
· Chain of Command:

· Who is supervising the teacher, the inclusion specialist, the therapists, etc? (It is really helpful to get an organizational chart for your school.)

· Who is the case carrier for your child’s IEP? (Who is ultimately responsible for seeing that they meet their goals?)

· Communication:
· How will you and the teacher communicate with one another?

· How frequent do you expect communication? (How frequent does the teacher expect communication?)

· How will feedback be carried from therapists to home?

· How will pertinent information be communicated from outside consultants (medical doctors, NPAs, etc) to the teacher?
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
